Dahlem has developed in two different ways since the early years
of the 20th century. An important scientific centre emerged on the
site of this fomer royal teritory south-west of Berlin, alongside a
suburban villa colony Elite esearch institutes were established in
Dahlem, with the intention of creating a EGerman OxfordC, including
the first institutes for the Kaiser-Wilhelm-Gesellschaft, founded in
1911. Then Dahlem was chosen as the location for the Freie Univer-
sitSt Berlin after the Second Verld War.

The Max-Planck-Gesellschaft commissioned a new building in
these surroundings in order to provide the Institute for the History
of Science, dating from 1994, with accommodation appropriate to
its needs. The building was eected in 2004/5 to a competition
design by the Stuttgart architects Marion Dietrich-Schake, Hans-
JYmgen Dietrich and Thomas &fel (who left the team after drawing
up the planning application).

The buildings adjacent to the plot, which is bordered by streets
on three sides, date mainly fom the 1930s. Alongside the institu-
tional buildings detached homes determine the local character. The
Max-Planck-Institut eflects the dimensions and structure of its sur-
roundings. Its height elates to the two-storey homes; the building
masses were structured as eight connected, pavilion-like sections,
which means that, despite its size, the institute isaticent in its
impact on the urban space.

The symmetrical complex is built awund a spacious couttyard
with old chestnut trees. The libray is the key element of the build
ing, and so was arranged around all four sides of the inner court-
yard. Extensively glazed intemal and extemal walls afford a wide
range of views into the libray rooms. This ensues a constant pres-
ence for the instituteOs most important set of working tools, and at
the same time makes it accessible over vershort distances from
various parts of the building.

Andreas SchStzke is an achitectural historian living in Berlin. His
research fields include achitecture and urban development in post-
war Europe and the relationship between architecture and politics
in the 20th century. Reinhad GSrner, who also lives in Berlin, has
worked as an architectural photographer for many years; he is held
in high regard by many eminent achitects as an interpeter of their
work, including Peter Eisenman, Naman Foster JYigen Sawade,
Hans Dieter Schaal, Otto Steidle and Heinz Tesar.

In the second half of 2007, the baton of the EU Council Presidency
was passed to Portugal. The country decided to hold the majority
of the planned meetings, conferences and summits centralised at a
location in Lisbon. The chosen venue was the Sala Tejo of the Pavil-
hao Atlantico, which was converted to host the meetings on the
future of Europe, culminating in the Treaty of Lisbon. The architects
commissioned for this project, Baixa, Atelier de Arquitectura, suc-
cessfully gave the venue — as well as the event — an impressive iden-
tity, marked by Portuguese culture and contemporary architecture.
This book pays tribute to this ephemeral piece of architecture with a
comprehensive collection of sketches, drawings and photos. In the
accompanying and introductory texts, the project is viewed through
the eyes of two well-known architecture critics as well as the Head
of Mission of the Portuguese Presidency.

Jaime van Zeller Leitéo graduated in law from the Universidade
Catdlica Portuguesa in Lisbon in 1982 and has been a member of the
diplomatic staff at the Foreign Ministry since 1984. He was Head of
Mission of the Portuguese EU Presidency in 2007. Following his grad-
uation in architecture from the Escola Superior de Belas Artes de Lis-
boa in 1977, Manuel Graga Dias now lives and works in Lisbon, where
in 1990 he set up the studio Contemporanea together with Egas Jo-
sé Vieira. He is guest professor at the Universidade do Porto’s faculty
of architecture and at the department of architecture of the Universi-
dade Auténoma de Lisboa. He has written a wide range of articles,
reviews and presentations on the subject of architecture and was
editor of JA (Jornal Arquitectos), the journal of the Association of Por-
tuguese Architects, between 2000 and 2004. Together with Egas
José Vieira, he was awarded the AICA/Ministry of Culture Prize (ar-
chitecture) for their work in 1999. Axel Sowa studied architecture in
Berlin and Paris between 1987 and 1993. A scholarship awarded by
the Carl-Duisberg-Stiftung (Cologne) sent him to Kyoto, Japan, to
work in the studio of Gen Plan from 1996 to 1997. He was editor of
the magazine L'Architecture d’Aujourd’hui in Paris between 2000 and
2007 and has been professor of theory of architecture at the Rhei-
nisch-Westfalische Technische Hochschule Aachen (RWTH) since
2007. Carsten Land graduated in architecture from the RWTH and
has been practising and living in Portugal and Germany since 1989.

The architect is at all times also an artist. How otherwise would he
be able to tame the three-dimensionality of space and subdue the
urges of physics and structural mechanics with the creations of his
fantasy? This creativity is however mostly restricted purely to its
own field.

In this respect, Rob Krier, born in 1938 in Grevenmacher, Luxem-
bourg, is indeed the proverbial exception that proves the rule. Be-
sides his actual profession, which demands his daily attention, Krier
has for years also made a vocation of his love of art, one which he
nurtures parallel to his work. Fine art could stand in dialogue with
architecture and it is Krier’s ambition to have iconographic themes
brought into the latter, so that they might speak equally to both
the occupants of a building and to bystanders and move them to
thoughtful reflection.

In the works of Mies van der Rohe it is not rare that one finds nat-
uralistic figures from, for example, Aristide Maillol or Wilhelm Lehm-
bruck — as an anthropomorphic contrast to the strict geometry of
the architecture, notes Rob Krier in the comments on his journal.

If one is already aware of the realisation of his masterful architec-
tural accomplishments through projects such as Potsdam-Kirch-
steigfeld (1991-97), De Resident in The Hague (1993-2001), Noor-
derhof in Amsterdam (1994-99), Veste Brandevoort near Helmond
(since 1995), Citadel Broekpolder near Beverwijk (2000-04), or the
Cité Judiciaire in Luxembourg (1992-2008) — be assured, Krier's
artistic skills are in no way inferior to his architectural work.

Quite the contrary: as a sculptor and illustrator, too, Rob Krier
brings together extraordinarily musical qualities and incorporates
them into his work: his bronze The Jumper was erected in Mont-
pellier in 2004, the Cowering Woman ten years earlier on Berlin’s
FriedrichstraBe, the four metre-high duo Bosch i Alsina and Papas-
seit on Moll de la Fusta in Barcelona in 1992.

Rob Krier is an architect and influential theorist for architecture
and urban planning. Born and raised in Luxembourg, he moved to
Vienna after having studied in Munich and worked for Oswald Ma-
thias Ungers and Frei Otto. Today he resides in Berlin and Liguria.
After teaching posts in Stuttgart and Lausanne he was a profes-
sor of architecture at Vienna Technical University from 1976 to 1998
and, in 1986, held a guest professorship at Yale University in New
Haven, Mass.
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
